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Rules for Appointing Adjunct/Visiting Faculty Members

(1) Current/retired faculty members frem reputed foreign universities can be appointed as
Adjunct/Visiting faculty members by BUET.

(ii) Adjunct/Visiting faculty members from foreign universities may be invited to offer
postgraduate courses fully or partially if such proposals are forwarded by BPGS/RAC
of the concerned Departments and Tastitutvs and approved by theDean, Faculty of
postgraduate studies (FPGS).

(iii) The appointments of adjunct/visiting faculty members from foreign universities shall
be made for a semester or part of a semester and shall follow the rules of the
Government of Bangladesh for such appointments. i

(iv) The foreign Adjunct/Visiting faculty members could teach courses using online
platforms or in-person if visiting Bangladesh during the semester. If the foreign
faculty member uses online platforms to teach the course, it is expected that he/she
will use BUET-approved Learning Management System(s) and online platform(s).

(v) The Dean, FPGS will evaluate such proposals and recommend to the Vice-Chancellor
for approval of the appointment of the Adjunct/Visiting faculty members. The
appointment letter of the adjunct/visiting faculty member should contain:

o Terms and conditions of the appointment
o Rate of compensation
o Relevant rules pertaining to conducting classes as per postgraduate ordinance.

(vi) The Adjunct/Visiting faculty members will receive honorarium for conducting
postgraduate courses. The honorarium may be paid on per class-hour basis. The rate
of honorarium will be recommended by the Dean, FPGS for approval by the Vice-
Chancellor.

(vil)If an Adjunct/Visiting faculty member wishes to conduct classes in-person, he/she
may be offered economy class airfare Jor visiting Bangladesh and/or local hospitality
during the visit.

(viii) . The Adjunct/Visiting faculty member must follow the postgraduate ordinance
in grading, evaluation and conducting courses.

(i)If the Adjunct/Visiting faculty member is’teaching a course partially, his/her
counterpart will be responsible for submitting the grades on his behalf in the BIIS. If
he/she is teaching acourse fully, the BPGS Secretary of the respective Department
will submit the grades of the students on his/her behalf.

(x) The Adjunct/Visiting faculty member will set his/her own office hours to make
himself/herself available for the students (in-person or online) during the period of
conducting the course.

(xi) An Adjunct/Visiting faculty member may be allowed to co-supervise undergraduate
project and thesis, and postgraduate thesis as proposed by the project/thesis
supervisor, and approved by the BUGS for undergraduate project and thesis, and
BPGS/RAC and FPGS for postgraduate thesis.

(xii) The FPGS will amend these rules as and when necessary.
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
